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3 - ABOUT THE FASTENING SYSTEM

3.1	 Description
The Ferno® iN∫LINE® Fastening System is a device designed to 
secure a compatible Ferno ambulance cot inside a ground-based 
ambulance.

The fastening system is compatible with the Ferno® iN∫X® Patient 
Transport & Loading System™ and PRO 28Z Chair Cot.

Three lengths are available: iN∫LINE-S, iN∫LINE-M, and iN∫LINE-L. In 
this manual, the term fastening system refers to all versions. When 
differences exist, the specific model name is used.

The fastening system is for professional use only by trained 
Emergency Medical Service operators (page 4).

FEATURES
●	 Aluminum Construction: The exterior is impact-resistant and 

easy to clean.

●	 ICS® Automatic Charging: The Integrated Charging System 
charges or maintains the charge in the cot battery whenever 
the cot is secured in the fastening system. Cot power switches 
OFF when secured in a powered ICS.

●	 Safety Hook: The integrated safety hook functions as a safety 
stop to hold the cot secure inside the ambulance while 
operators raise and lower the legs during the loading and 
unloading process

●	 Release Button: Single-press button unlocks the cot for 
unloading.

●	 Tested and Certified for Worldwide Standards Compliance: See 
“Compliance” on page 3.

●	 Track Loading: Allows loading of the cot from a variety of 
angles.

●	 Inspect under the ambulance for obstructions and for 
suitable support structure. The installer should install 
support structure if needed.

●	 Inspect the fastening system regularly to ensure it meets 
all required standards required by your local government.

●	 Install a new fastening system when remounting an 
ambulance box. Removing and reinstalling an old fastening 
system can weaken the fastening system.

●	 If the ambulance is involved in a traffic accident, inspect it. 
See page 9. Replace any damaged components.

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4 - OPERATIONS

4.1	 Release Button
Press the release button (G), (Figure 1) to disengage the lock and 
allow the cot to be removed from the fastening system.

4.2	 Safety Hook
The safety hook (H), (Figure 1) holds the cot safety bar securely 
while the operators raise or lower the undercarriage legs during the 
loading and unloading process.

4.3	 Fastening-Post Retainer
The fastening-post retainer (I), (Figure 1) captures the cot control-
end post and helps secure the cot in the fastening system during 
vehicle transport.

4.5	 Integrated Charging System (ICS®)
Integrated Charging System contact pins (K), (Figure 2) disable 
powered operation of the iN∫X and charge the iN∫X main battery.

The ambulance ignition, inverter, and/or outlet switch may need to 
be turned ON to supply electrical power to the ICS.

4.4	 Fastening-Post Lock
The fastening-post lock (J), (Figure 2) captures and secures the cot 
loading-end fastener post during the loading process and securely 
locks the cot into the fastening system for vehicle transport.

4.6	 Floor Lock Indicator Window
The floor lock indicator window (L), (Figure 3) helps verify that the 
fastening system is secured to the ambulance floor. 

The indicator window is fully red when the fastening system is 
properly locked to the floor. If any portion of green is visible, the 
fastener is not properly secured.

The upper fastener is removable from the floor for cleaning. See the 
instructions on page 11 and page 12.

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5 - USING THE FASTENING SYSTEM

5.1	 General Guidelines for Use
Medical advice is beyond the parameters of this manual. It is the 
operators’ responsibility to ensure safe practices for the patient and 
themselves.

A minimum of two trained operators is required. Operators must:

●	 Check all product functions prior to use and visually inspect 
the product for readiness. See page 9.

●	 Verify the cot is being charged by the Integrated Charging 
System (if equipped). Refer to the ICS users’ manual.

5.2	 Using the Fastening System
Refer to the cot users' manual for loading and unloading 
instructions. For additional manuals, contact Ferno (page 2).

Loading:

1.	 Always fully engage the yellow safety hook (H), (Figure 4) 
with each cot safety bar (N). Roll the cot firmly against the 
safety hook and confirm the hook has engaged the safety bar 
before raising or lowering the undercarriage legs.

2.	 Refer to the cot users’ manual to load the cot into the 
fastening system.

3.	 Roll the cot completely into the fastening system until the 
lock engages. Confirm the cot fastening posts engage the 
fastening system lock (J), (Figure 5) and retainer (I), (Figure 6).

4.	 Verify the cot is locked in the fastening system by attempting 
to roll it out of the ambulance. If the lock has engaged, the 
cot will remain locked in the fastening system.

Unloading:

1.	 Push the cot toward the front of the ambulance and press the 
red release button (G), (Figure 6) to disengage the lock.

2.	 Refer to the cot users’ manual to unload the cot from the 
fastening system.

3.	 Always fully engage the yellow safety hook (H), (Figure 4) 
with each cot safety bar (N). Roll the cot firmly against the 
safety hook and confirm the hook has engaged the safety bar 
before raising or lowering the undercarriage legs.

4.	 After extending the cot legs and confirming all four cot 
transport wheels are stable on the ground, release the cot 
safety bar from the fastening system.

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6 - MAINTENANCE

6.1	 Maintenance Schedule
The product requires regular maintenance. Set up and follow a 
maintenance schedule. Refer to the table for minimum intervals 
for maintenance. Keep maintenance records. For a sample record 
sheet, see “Maintenance Record” on page 15. When using 
maintenance products, follow the manufacturers’ directions and 
read the manufacturers’ material safety data sheets.

6.5	 Inspecting the Fastening System
Have your service’s equipment maintenance personnel inspect the 
fastening system regularly.

Follow the checklist at right and operate the fastening system 
through all its functions as described in this manual. 

If inspection shows damage or excessive wear, remove the 
fastening system from service until repair is made. See “Parts and 
Service, Accessories” on page 14.

Inspection Checklist
●	 Are all components present?

●	 Is the fastening system free of excessive wear?

●	 Are all parts in good condition (no cracks, corrosion, or 
damage)?

●	 Do all moving parts operate smoothly and properly?

●	 Does the fastening system lock properly to the floor?

●	 Does the cot load and unload properly?

●	 Does the cot lock properly into the fastening system?

●	 Monitor the ambulance floor, including beneath the 
ambulance, and check the integrity of the fastening 
system. Is the system worn? Has exposure to the 
environment caused noticeable damage?

●	 Is all hardware tight? (Reminder: Do not overtighten 
the hardware.)

●	 If equipped with ICS, does the fastening system charge 
the cot battery when a compatible Ferno powered cot 
is locked in the fastener?

6.2	 Service Life
Factors affecting product service life include frequency of use, 
local environment (temperature, humidity, etc.); maintenance 
(adherence to the inspection and maintenance schedule); and 
other factors. Follow the disinfecting, cleaning, and inspection 
procedures in this manual to ensure long life for the cot.

6.3	 Bloodborne Disease Notice
To reduce the risk of exposure to blood or other potentially 
infectious materials when using the product, follow the disinfecting 
and cleaning instructions in this manual.

Wipe all surfaces with disinfectant. Follow the 
disinfectant manufacturer’s instructions for application 
method and contact time. 

The upper fastener is removable from the floor for 
cleaning (page 11). Hand clean with warm water 
and a mild detergent. Rinse with warm, clear water. Dry 
with a towel or allow it to air-dry. Reattach the upper 
fastening system after cleaning (page 12).

6.4	 Disinfecting and Cleaning
Remove the cot from the fastening system. Inspect all items for 
damage while disinfecting and cleaning.

 NOTICE
Do not use disinfectants or cleaners containing phenolics or 
iodines. If bleach is used, rinse with plenty of clear water to 
remove bleach residue.

Using abrasive cleaning compounds or applicators on the 
product can cause damage. Do not use abrasive materials to 
clean the product.

Make sure all connections are tight, but do not overtighten the 
hardware. Overtightening, especially with powered tools, can 
cause the nut and bolt beneath the ambulance floor to pull 
through the support structure.

If inspection indicates the components are pulling through 
the support structure, take the fastening system out of service 
immediately and install a new fastening system.

 WARNING
Use the product only for its intended purpose. Improper 
use, operation, or maintenance can cause injury. Use, 
operate and maintain only as instructed.
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6.6	 Lubrication-Free
The fastening system is constructed with lubrication-free materials. 
Do not lubricate the fastening system.

 NOTICE
Lubricating parts that should not be lubricated allows 
dirt and foreign particles to collect on those parts, 
resulting in damage. 

6.7	 Pressure-Washing
IP 56: The product has been tested in compliance with dust 
and water infiltration standards and has earned a Solid Particle 
Protection Rating of 5 (dust-protected), and Liquid Ingress 
Protection Rating of 6 (protected against water infiltration).

Use caution when using pressurized water, spray-wands and 
equipment to clean the product. Wear all safety equipment 
recommended by the pressure-sprayer manufacturer.

Use a nozzle with a wide angle of spray (25° or 40°).

Set nozzle pressure at or below 1200 PSI (8,274 kPa) and 4 gallons 
per minute/15 liters per minute or less. Keep nozzle at least 18"/457 
mm from the product at all times during cleaning. If using higher 
pressure, increase the distance between spray wand and product.

Avoid spraying directly into/onto the electric components. Reduce 
water pressure and increase the distance between spray-wand and 
product. 

1.	 Remove the cot from the fastening system.

2.	 If you have the Integrated Charging System (ICS), disconnect 
power to the Ferno battery charger, or turn the power to the 
charger OFF.

3.	 If you have removed the upper fastening system from the 
floor, cover ICS cable ends with a plastic bag held closed by a 
rubber band to prevent water from entering a disconnected 
cable. Do not spray directly into the ICS contacts.

4.	 Follow the recommended pressure setting and nozzle 
distance while cleaning. 

5.	 Allow product to dry for 10 minutes. Wipe the fastening 
system dry with a towel if desired.

6.	 When fully dry, return the fastening system to service.

7.	 For ICS, reconnect the Ferno battery charger or turn power 
to the charger ON. Load the cot into the fastening system 
and verify the ICS charges the battery and disables the cot’s 
powered mode.

 NOTICE
The product is water-resistant (IP56). When pressure-washing:

●	 Do not spray water into the cables. 

●	 Keep the nozzle pressure setting at 1200 PSI (8,274 kPa) or less 
and 4 gallons per minute/15 liters per minute or less.

●	 Keep the nozzle at least 18"/457 mm from the surface of the 
fastening system at all times during cleaning.

●	 Cover both ICS cable connectors if the upper fastening system 
has been removed from the floor. 

●	 Keep track of the four locator pins if the upper fastening 
system has been removed from the floor. 

●	 Do not spray water into the ICS contacts.

6.8	 Removing the Fastening System 
	 from the Floor for Cleaning
The upper fastening system is removable for cleaning. Note: 
If equipped, the ICS cable is connected to the floor under the 
fastening system. Take care when lifting the fastening system.

1.	 Using a 4 mm hex wrench, remove two screws (O) and washers 
(P) from the nose (Figure 7). Keep screws and washers.

2.	 Using a 6 mm hex wrench, loosen set screw (M) at end of 
fastening system near the floor lock window (L), (Figure 8).

3.	 Use a 6 mm hex wrench to loosen fastening bolt (N), (Figure 
8) until the floor lock window changes from red (locked) to 
fully green (not locked). See page 7.

4.	 Use additional help as needed to lift the fastening system 
cover. Use caution to not damage the ICS cable (Q) as you lift 
the upper fastening system (R) straight up off floor posts (S) 
and set it beside the floor plate (Figure 9).

5.	 Disconnect ICS cable (Q), (Figure 10). The connectors may be 
a pair of flag terminals or a triangle connector.

6.	 During cleaning, be aware that locator pins (T), (Figure 11) 
that hold the safety hook (H) and insert (U) are loose.  Keep 
pins in place while cleaning.

7.	 If power-washing with the upper fastening system removed, 
cover both ends of the ICS connector cables with a plastic 
bag, held closed by a rubber band.

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6.9	 Attaching the Fastening System 
	 to the Ambulance Floor

1.	 After cleaning, verify that the four locator pins (T) holding the 
position of the safety hook (H) and insert (U) are in position 
(Figure 12).

2.	 Remove the rubber band and plastic bag cover from the two 
halves of the ICS cable.

3.	 Verify that the floor lock indicator window is showing green 
(no red). See page 7.

4.	 Connect the ICS cable (Q) to the floor connector (Figure 
13). If the connectors are yellow terminals on black and red 
wires, connect red-red and black-black. If the fastener has the 
triangle connector, orient the clip with the mating receiver. 
Confirm the cables are properly connected. Center any excess 
cable in the middle of the mounting rail where it will not be 
kinked or damaged. Monitor the position of the ICS cable as 
you attach the upper fastening system to the floor rail.

5.	 Using additional help as needed, orient the upper fastening 
system (R) over the three floor posts (S). Set the upper 
fastening system in place (Figure 14).

6.	 Verify the upper fastening system (R) is properly positioned 
on the mounting rail, with the safety hook passing through 
the slot in the nose. The upper fastening system should fully 
contact the floor.

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1.	 Use a 6 mm hex wrench to tighten the fastening bolt (Figure 
15). Verify the floor lock indicator window (L) changes from 
green (unlocked) to fully red (locked). See page 7.

2.	 Use a 6 mm hex wrench to tighten the set screw (M), (Figure 
15). Tighten until snug.

3.	 Clean and prepare the two 4 mm nose screws as follows:

	○ Clean the threads of the screws, plus the mating threads 
of the safety-hook mounting block with acetone or an 
appropriate threadlocker cleaner/primer (not supplied). 
Allow the threads to dry completely.

	○ Apply 1 drop of removable threadlocker to the screw 
threads. Install the screws immediately. Wipe of any excess 
threadlocker.

	○ Allow threadlocker to dry for a minimum of one hour before 
use. Full cure time is 24 hours.

4.	 Use a 4 mm hex wrench to attach the two nose screws (O) 
and washers (P), (Figure 16). Tighten until snug. Do not 
overtighten.

 NOTICE
When tightening the fastening bolt, the bolt should be able to 
rotate at least 12 complete 360° rotations. If the bolt stops prior 
to this, or if any green shows in the window, the fastening bolt is 
not tight enough. Remove and reposition the fastening system 
and verify it is properly engaged with the floor posts.

Before applying threadlocker, always clean and prime receiving 
threads of fasteners and parts.

Allow threadlocker to dry for a minimum of one hour before 
using the fastening system. Full cure time is 24 hours.
